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Chulalongkorn University
(Thailand: September-November 2007)
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TIFO provided grants to two doctoral students to undertake
three-month internships in the Electron Devices Laboratory
and the Humancentric Laboratory of Corporate Research and
Development Center, Toshiba Corporation. The internships
were extremely beneficial to the research activities of the two
students. They also provided a valuable experience for the
young Toshiba engineers who conducted research with them,
and an excellent opportunity for international exchange.
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Japan-Korea Economic Association
(Republic of Korea: February 2008)
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The tenth intercultural camp for South Korean and Japanese
high school students was held in Goyang City, Gyeonggi
Province. The students spent five days at the camp, which
was located on the outskirts of Seoul. The 39 South Korea
students and 46 Japanese students were divided into eight
Korean-Japanese teams, each with about 10 members. The

teams each developed and presented business plans relating
to both countries. The most important feature of the program
was the use of cooperative work to foster closer international
exchange. Interaction between Japanese and Korean youth
at these camps is expected to contribute to improved mutual
understanding.

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Four students from each university participated in the “Asia in
Today’s World” summer intensive course held over a period
of six weeks at Kyushu University. As part of this course,
the students studied a wide range of subjects, including not
only the Japanese language but also Japanese culture and
society. They were able to fully experience Japanese life by
participating in a variety of activities that included hands-on
training in rice cultivation, study trips to Itsukushima Shrine
and Hiroshima’s Atomic Bomb Dome and Peace Memorial
Park, and watching a fireworks display.

Vietham National University, Hanoi
(Vietnam: July—August 2007)
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Five students from each university participated in the “Beppu
University International Seminar” held at Beppu University in
Oita Prefecture. Open to students studying Japanese in the
countries of Asia, the 2007 seminar attracted approximately
140 participants from South Korea, Thailand, Vietnam, and
Taiwan. It provided many excellent opportunities for cultural
exchange between students of different countries. In addition
to Japanese language study, the students actively participated
in university-planned extracurricular study trips to historic
temples and other cultural heritage sites in order to deepen
their appreciation for Japanese culture. They also had the
opportunity for a close-up look at leading-edge semiconduc-
tor business activities in a trip to the Toshiba Oita Operations
semiconductor plant.
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Japan-China Children’s Exchange (China)
BhREORIFEREZER (TE)

This organization selected approximately 1,300 elementary,
junior high, and high school students in Japan and China
and served as intermediary for two letter exchanges between
the students, with the letters being translated by volunteers.

This highly praised grassroots cultural exchange is playing a
useful role in helping to sustain and develop friendly relations
between the two countries at the citizen level. A group of six
people (an elementary school teacher and five sixth-grade
students) visited Japan from China in June 2007 and had the
opportunity to learn about Toshiba technology during trips to
the Toshiba Science Museum and other facilities.

The top three teams of the National Japan Bowl Competition
were invited to Japan for 10 days. The National Japan Bowl,
organized by the Japan-America Society of Washington DC
every year, is a Japanese-language and cultural knowledge
competition for high school students. The students improved
their understanding of Japan through participation in ex-
change activities in various locations, including a visit to a
Japanese high school and experiencing Japanese traditional
arts first-hand through activities that included a visit to a
sumo stable.
